Learn about the basic requirements and responsibilities for first-time beekeepers.  Understand
the mechanics of a hive, the tools involved, elements of site selection, and an understanding
of a naturalist approach to their needs.  This is a hands-on workshop, which includes
assembling a wooden hive.  (Please keep in mind that if you plan on starting a hive in the
spring, bees should be ordered by mid-February).
